General Rules for Quilts: 
SPECIAL NOTE: if you have had your quilt finished by a commercial quilter please note that on your                                         
entry form.   
NEW!  All entries must arrive in a disposable bag. 

1.  All Exhibitors are limited to two entries per class per exhibitor 
2.   Exhibit entered must be the work of the exhibitor except where specified. 
3.   Exhibits previously entered are not eligible. 
 

Judging Criteria: 
1. Overall appearance should be pleasing, clean, neat and tidy. 
2. Texture and color of fabrics should be well balanced and suitable for the design. 
3. Pieced corners should meet evenly with attention given to appropriate grain line. 
4. Seams should be trimmed and pressed so dark seams don’t show through the light pieces. 
5. If using a dark ground fabric for appliqué, it should be trimmed away so it doesn’t shadow through lighter 

pieces. 
6. Backing fabric should compliment the front. 
7. Quilting stitches should be small, even and consistent on both the front and the back. 
8. Quilting pattern should compliment the quilt top. 
9. No quilting pattern marks should show. 
10. No knots or backstitches should show on the top or back. 
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11. Binding should compliment the top, should be filled with all three layers and should be firmly stitched by hand, 
mitered corners. 

12. The entire quilt should be flat, corners square and edges straight. 
13. The machine quilting stitch should be an even tension with no puckers or tucks on front or back. 
14. Machine quilting threads should begin and end inconspicuously with no loose threads.
